


Earn Credit on the Field
A field context is a great classroom! While on the field, students 
can earn credit toward the MAIS through field practicums, field 
modulars, and online courses. 

Field Practicum Courses
Under the supervision of a Southeastern professor and an IMB 
mentor, MAIS students may opt to take the following courses:

MIS 7511 Linguistic Practicum	 	
Students may earn credit for field language acquisition, as they 
work toward fluency in the language of their selected people 
group.  

MIS 6901-02 Missions Practicum		
Under Southeastern and IMB supervision, students currently 
engaged in field assignments may earn practicum credit as they 
combine prescribed academic study with their field missionary 
experience.

MIS 7930 Practicum in Orality		
After completing the Orality Theories course, students can put 
the theories into practice by completing this practicum in an oral 
learning setting. This course is designed to develop the student’s 
ability to communicate the truth of Scripture to those who cannot 
read it for themselves. 

Field Modular Courses
Southeastern professors and IMB personnel partner to offer 
courses in various regions during the January and Summer terms. 
These courses include:  

MIS 7510 Cross-Cultural Communication	
Learn the study and practice of communicating across cultural and 
social boundaries. Particular emphasis is placed on communicating 
the gospel cross-culturally.

PHI 6510 Christian Evidences		
On the field, Christian Evidences is designed to equip students to 
engage in cross-cultural defense of the gospel. Particular attention 
is given to interacting with the dominant religion of a given region.

MIS 6970 Current Topics in International Missions
Contemporary issues and topics of significance within given re-
gions, such as folk expressions of dominant religions, are examined 
in the Current Topics courses.

Online Courses
Southeastern’s online courses combine DVDs of real-time classes 
taught on campus at Southeastern with online interaction and in-
dividual study. Courses offered online are marked with an asterisk 
(*) in the brochure course listing.

Up to 27 hours of the MAIS degree may be completed through 
online courses.

FAQs
How much does it cost?

There is an initial application fee to enter the program, and the 
cost of each course is determined by the current tuition rate. On-
line courses require an additional technology fee, in addition to the 
standard tuition rate. A full schedule of tuition and fees is published 
by Southeastern’s Accounting Services and is available online.

Is there financial assistance 
for IMB Missionaries?

YES!  IMB personnel are eligible for special scholarships and hous-
ing options. 

IMB Personnel Scholarship 
Students who are under career appointment with the IMB, and 
those who are in or have recently completed a Journeyman/ISC 
term, may apply for the IMB Personnel Scholarship. This scholarship 
covers tuition costs for the first 30 hours of a master’s degree. For 
more information, contact the Financial Aid office.

IMB MK Scholarship
Applicants whose parents are active-duty IMB missionaries may 
qualify for the MK scholarship, which covers the full cost of tuition 
for an undergraduate or master’s degree program. For more infor-
mation, contact the Financial Aid office.

Missionary Housing
Limited missionary housing is available on campus. Complete 
information on missionary housing options is made available by the 
Housing Office and is available online.

If you are presently serving on the field, you may contact Student 
Development at info@sebts.edu to obtain an abbreviated applica-
tion, which allows you to get started on classes as soon as possible. 
The full application must be completed within two semesters, in 
order to officially enter the MAIS degree.
